The romantic 
comedy stars stage and BBC Drama actor Ed Stoppard as Scooterman, Georgina 
Rylance as the drunken Daisy, and Daniel Pirrie as Barry. 
 
Cameos feature Annabel Mullion as Serena, upcoming singer Victoria Aitken as 
‘Licking Girl’ and comedian Octavia McKenzie as the ‘Amorous Elf’. 
 
This is Kirsten Cavendish’s first film as director and producer and Girl In The Film 
Productions’ first film as a company. The film was shot by Oscar-winning Director of 
Photography, John V Fante.  
 
Already selected for both Cannes Film Festival and LA Comedy Film Festival, 
Scooterman is sure to drive its way to success.  
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
